Approve April Minutes:  One change to clarify one action item about the environmental committee, motion to approve by Paul Lohman, 2nd by Mike O’Brien, no objections.
Treasurer’s Report:  Motion to table treasurer’s report until Chuck Ott is present by Mike O’Brien, 2nd by Peter Nussbaum, no objections.

Councilmember report:  No council person attended meeting.  
Board by-laws update:  No update since last meeting, lawyer/students are still working on it.
NRP survey tabulation:  Lauren has entered about 100 of 214 surveys.  Free version of software she is using will only allow this many.  Motion by Lauren to upgrade Survey Monkey software for up to $20/month for two months so she can enter all data and analyze the results, 2nd by Christopher, no objections.
NRP Grants:  Christopher spoke with Barb Lickness at NRP.  NRP distributed $6,000 to LYNAS for façade grants of which $3,000 has been paid to Guse Hardware.  On recommendation from NRP extra money dispersed to LYNAS for façade grants will be kept and managed by LYNAS for future façade projects.  Motion was made by Christopher to let Chuck Ott manage the extra NRP funds rather than send them back to NRP, 2nd by Lauren, no objections.  Several projects in the pipeline are Kasia’s Salon, Bird’s and Stuff and La Mac cleaners.  Dragonfly Coffee has asked for grant money for a new bike rack for their store.  Christopher will tell them that if there are no problems with the city regarding placement of the rack, LYNAS will donate some NRP funds for the rack
Environmental Committee:  The committee will be meeting Wednesday, May 13th and report to the board next month.  
Earth Day Event:  This was a very successful event, there were over 100 volunteers.  Activity tables were well attended, food was great, prize trash was a big hit and the pizza came in under budget.
Summerfest:  Shahnaz met with Jan Bartels and Matt Moosbrugger.  There is a firm date set for the event, the band has been hired and tasks have been divided up.  Shahnaz will update the board after each planning meeting.
Variances:  One possible variance for a porch addition on 49th and Colfax.  Homeowner is checking with the city to see if a variance is necessary.
Communication Committee report:  Mike has not met with John Danyluk yet to discuss the future newsletter.  When they talk, they will discuss using Constant Contact or Exact Target software for producing and distributing a newsletter.  They will try to come up with a schedule for the newsletter.
New Business:  
Meals on Wheels sent a letter requesting LYNAS to discuss ways of spreading the word about their program.  Mike recommends that we put an article about Meals on Wheels in the next newsletter.
BLEND Awards organizers have requested that LYNAS become an official sponsor of their award program.  Awards are given for major additions, remodels and re-builds that fit in well with their neighborhoods.  About seven other neighborhoods are currently sponsoring these awards.  Motion was made by Mary Vander Leest for LYNAS to be an official sponsor of the BLEND Awards for up to $200, 2nd by Mike O’Brien, no objections.
Java Jack’s Wine and Beer license:  Public meetings have been held to get neighbor feedback regarding a Class E liquor license to serve strong beer and wine.  The City Council will now decide.

50th and Bryant fire:  Christopher talked with Christine, the owner of the building.  The remaining structure will be torn down as it is not salvageable.  Christine will give LYNAS an update at the June meeting.
Lynnhurst recreation center will be closing at 8:00 PM going forward.  Paul made a motion to move future LYNAS meetings half an hour earlier to 6:00 PM, 2nd by Lauren, no objections.

Paul motioned to adjourn the meeting, 2nd by Mike, no objections. Meeting ended at 7:55
